Report from PYM Interim Meeting:  Donna Sorce and Nancy Robbins 

attended the last Interim meeting in Philadelphia on May 9, 2015. The PYM 

5 year plan approved late last summer (text available on line) will involve 

extensive reworking of the entire PYM operating structure. An 

Implementation Committee is working out the details. The By Laws and 

Amendments have been distributed to the Clerks and will be considered at 

the 7th Day, 11th month Annual Session.    Donna Sorce reported the PYM 

FY16 budget was approved with a request for 1.5% increase in the covenants 

from Monthly Meetings. This will be PYM's fifth balanced budget in five 

years. The Annual Meeting will be held July 29 to August 2 at Muhlenberg 

College in Allentown, PA. There will be a gathering of Friends of Color on 

June 19 - 21 at Pendle Hill.  

 

Finance Committee: Bill Lane presented the proposed FY 2015/2016 THFM 

Budget of $59,350, which is $1400 less than the previous year.  Estimates for 

the monthly operation of the Meeting are approximately $5,000 and this 

number was used to guide the budget proposal. A discussion followed 

concerning the Property and Grounds expenses which removed the Health 

Insurance costs for the Caretaker but factored in a $4,000 contingency.  The 

work was accepted with appreciation. The budget will be brought to sixth 

month business meeting for approval. 

 

Testimonies and Concerns: L.A. Dodge presented 

on status of the John Shoffner International 

Education Fund, invested with Friends Fiduciary 

and reporting a balance to date of $15,811.  She 

proposed that the annual disbursement of $792 (5% of the fund) be directed 

toAguayuda, a local nonprofit that provides clean water and training to 

remote villages in South America.  The total cost of the water truck is 

actually $961 and the difference of $160 will be made up by the T&C 

budget.  The funds will make fresh water possible for one year for a village. 

The Meeting approved this disbursement.
